
ACKNOWLEDGMENT CONCERNING USE OF STUDENT PARKING LOTS

I acknowledge and understand that:

1. Students are permitted to park on school premises as a matter of privilege, not of right;

2. The School System retains authority to conduct routine patrols of student parking lots and inspections of the exteriors of student automobiles on school property;

3. Such patrols and inspections may be conducted without notice, without student consent, and without a search warrant; and

4. The School System may inspect the interiors of student automobiles whenever a school authority has reasonable suspicion to believe illegal or unauthorized materials are contained inside the automobiles;

5. If I fail to provide access to the interior of my car upon request by a school official, I will be subject to school disciplinary action.

AT TIME OF REGISTRATION OF YOUR VEHICLE YOU MUST PROVIDE TO THE ASSOCIATE PRINCIPAL’S OFFICE THE FOLLOWING:

1. Your Drivers license.

2. The CURRENT registration for the vehicle being registered.

STUDENT USE OF MOTOR VEHICLES

No student may drive an automobile to school during the regular school day or park on the school grounds unless he has provided his registration and drivers license with the Associate Principal’s office.  Upon the return of this completed form and approval of the Associate Principal, the student will be given a sticker which is to be affixed to the rearview mirror on the backside so when looking in the car you can see the sticker.

2. The school administration reserves the right to regulate all parking of vehicles and enforce driving rules on the school grounds and to prohibit the use of vehicles by pupils.  Students who drive must recognize that permission to drive to school is a privilege that may be cancelled at any time by the school administration.  Sufficient cause will govern cancellation of driving privileges.  Any unauthorized cars parked on school property will be removed at the owner’s expense.

3. The following driving regulations must be observed:

a. All vehicles must be operated at a speed less than 15 miles per hour while on school grounds.

a. Each car will be assigned a numbered parking space.  Students must park in their assigned parking space.

a. No vehicles are to leave the school grounds during school hours, except with specific permission of the principal or associate principal.

a. All vehicles must be kept locked at all times.

a. All students are to remain away from their vehicles until dismissed from school.

a. Designated Parking:

a. Area in front of school - visitors, office staff, administration

a. Faculty and other employees - back lot

a. Students: front lot

4. Violation of driving/parking regulations will result in loss of driving privileges.
